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Folkestone War Memorial
Folkestone War Memorial, by F.V. Blundstone, is centred on a motherhood
figure who holds in her right hand a victory laurel, but in her left a cross
attached to a shaft with a Union Jack at half mast. The figure looks over The
Channel towards the battlefields of France and Flanders. It was unveiled in
1922 by Lord Radnor who said "there is hardly one of us who has not lost a
dear relative or at any rate, a dear friend during those four and a half years...
this memorial reminds us of those hundreds of thousands of men who passed
this way on their road to the front." 

Jubilee &
Coronation
Arches
This arch, commemorating the fallen,
was erected at the top of The Road of
Remembrance in 1935 to mark the Silver
Jubilee of King George V and re-erected
in 1937 to mark the coronation of King

Cairn Memorial 
The Cairn Memorial was constructed in 1923,
using surface setts over which the soldiers had
marched on their way to the front. The idea
and design were spontaneous ones from a 
Mr De Vere and a Mr L.C. Richards, at a time
when the road was being replaced. It is a more
human-sized companion to the grander
memorials.

Walter Tull 
Walter Daniel Tull was born in Folkestone in 1888 and
brought up in Allendale Street. When his father died in
1897, he and his brother went to Bethnal Green orphanage.
He became the first black, top flight, outfield footballer,
with Spurs and Northampton, facing some crowd
discrimination. Walter enlisted in The Middlesex Regiment
in 1914. He died at The Somme in 1918. He became the
first ever black officer with the British Army, much
respected by his men.

Memorial Fountain
The Sydney Cooper Weston Memorial Fountain (1897),
festooned with water-drinking cherubs, commemorated
that ultimate Victorian hero, a preacher and Temperance
campaigner. It was moved from The Leas, but still
exists, further on in the Town Trail, at the corner of Wear
Bay Crescent and Road. 

Road of Remembrance
& Albion Villas
Soldiers marching by Albion Villas and down the Slope Road (now The Road of
Remembrance) during WW1. Charles Dickens wrote part of 'Little Dorrit' at No.3,
but in fact had writers' block and spent much time walking the cliffs. He visited
Folkestone often, staying at the Royal Pavilion Hotel, part of which remains
behind the Hotel Burstin 

Step Short 
Commemorative Arch
The Step Short Commemorative Arch was constructed on the
centenary of the outbreak of  The Great War in 1914, in remembrance
of those men and women who fought and died in the conflict and the
many troops who passed through Folkestone. "Step Short" was a
command given at the brow of a steep incline such as The Road of
Remembrance, so that soldiers shortened their paces. The Arch
stands 14m high and has a span of 12m.   

William Cotter V.C.
Corporal William Richard Cotter VC was born in Folkestone
in 1882. He first joined the East Kent Regiment (The Buffs)
in 1901 and he rejoined The Buffs in August 1914, despite
having, by then, a glass eye. At the Hohenzollern Redoubt
in 1916 he dragged himself 50 yards, wounded (ultimately
fatally), to his men, and directed their fire and dispositions
until success was gained. He is buried at Lillers in France.
