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Parking 

There are 4 hard standing allocated accessible Blue Badge parking spaces which 

are located in the car park. Hatched area present at side only. 

 

If you are a Blue Badge holder, you can purchase a reduced annual season ticket in 

advance of your visit. The annual season ticket gives you access to all of our country 

park car parks free of charge during the year.

Outdoor spaces 

Accessible routes 

The main circular path at White Horse Wood is flat and wheelchair-friendly and 

allows you to navigate most of the park including access to benches and the Site of 

the Iron Age Enclosure. Unfortunately, there are no toilets or other visitor facilities at 

the country park. 

 

The main circular path at the park is flat and wide. There are a number of kissing 

gates that link one side of the park to the other, which are not navigable in a 

wheelchair. 

 

Thurnham Castle is a separate part of the country park and is accessible by foot 

from the main country park and car park by way markers however is not suitable for 

access by wheelchairs or strollers.
